Heritage Highlights 

Letter from your Board of Directors: 
 

As the representatives responsible for overseeing the well being of our HOA, the Board would like to 
present you with the opportunity to improve and preserve our neighborhood.  Our 35 year old commu-
nity has beautiful mature trees and open spaces that we all enjoy.  Unfortunately, much of our infra-
structure is also 35 years old, which means expenditures on repairs provide drastically diminishing re-

turns.   

Within the upcoming 2-3 year timeframe, we face the daunting task of repairing/replacing numerous 
failing rock retaining walls in the open space, a sprinkler system update, replacement of the deteriorat-
ing Caley fence, and the repair/replacement of several concrete drain pans in the open space.  The 
Board has spent a considerable amount of time soliciting bids for these projects from various contrac-
tors.  The bids that come back are almost always beyond what we can afford to spend; so minor re-

pairs are made, or the project is put on hold.   

Had annual dues been at a rate to allow for some of these repairs to be handled adequately over the 
years, our present need might not be so great.  The dues situation exists because Heritage Place 
Governing Documents restrict any increase in annual dues to a maximum of 3% without a two-thirds 
majority vote.  This limit was put in place in 1965 to protect our community’s homeowners from unex-
pected financial surprises; but it has forced occasional dues rebalancing because both inflation and 

community expenses have exceeded the annual allowable maximum increase. 

At this time, we are asking your approval to increase annual dues from $307.19 to $550.  To make this 
increase easier on homeowners, we propose splitting and delaying the payments, so that $275 is due 
twice a year, instead of the full annual balance due on January 1.  It is the Board’s hope that with this 

change we can avoid any special assessments. 

The increase in annual dues requires approval from a 2/3 majority 
of homeowners.  The vote will take place at the annual meeting 
on September 17.  Additional documents have been placed on 
the HOA website (www.heritageplacehoa.com) and the HOA 
monthly meeting on August 20 is also being devoted to this mat-

ter.  Homeowners are encouraged to attend. 

As owners of this community, we are the ones responsible for its 
future.  Will we continue to maintain our valuable communal as-
sets, or let them fall apart and watch our property values decline 

in lockstep?

 The Architectural Request Form, Covenants and your Homeowner’s Policy and Procedures  can be printed out 
from the neighborhood website.  http://www.heritageplacehoa.com.  If you are planning to do any work on 
the exterior of your home and yard,  the Architectural Request Form must be filled out and submitted to the 
Board so that the improvement  can be voted on at the next Board meeting.  The turn around time for ap-
proval is within 30 days from the date of submission. 

 

 Each resident needs to provide and maintain at least one gas or electric light post at or near the street prop-
erty line.   The light can be operated by a photo-electric cell or other automatic device so that it will be lit auto-
matically during hours of darkness.   Please keep your lights on!!  It keeps the neighborhood SAFE!! 

 

 Trash should only be put out the morning of or the night before collection, this includes pickups from charity 
organizations.  PLEASE REMEMBER TO KEEP TRASH CANS OUT OF SIGHT AFTER YOUR TRASH HAS BEEN 
PICKED UP.                 

Heritage Place has many disposal companies with their various trucks in our neighborhood. One of them, Pro 
Disposal, has offered us a deal. It is this: The more people that sign up for Pro Disposal from our neighbor-
hood, the more of a discount we all will receive from ProDisposal. The added benefit is that our trash day can 
be Monday, our roads will be less torn up from heavy trucks, and there will be only one day per week that 
trash cans will be out on the curb. If you are interested, please call Pro Disposal and tell them the Heritage 
Place HOA referred you.

What You Need to Know…  
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MOWING 

Here are a few tips for keeping your lawn beautiful during the warmer months:  

 

 Mow only when your grass is dry. 

 

 Keep your mower blade sharp. 

 

 Never "scalp" your lawn by cutting too close to the ground.  Raise your mower to a height 

between 2 3/4 to 3 ½ inches.  Never cut off more than 1/3 of the grass blade during any one 

mowing. 

 

 Leave (mulch) your clippings unless they are too long or wet.  Grass clippings provide ni-

trogen for your lawn and do not promote thatch. 

 

 Fertilize 3 times during the growing season. 

 

 Water early in the morning to minimize evapotranspiration.

The Board and management company have paid particular attention to improving the appearance of 

the neighborhood by working with homeowners to ensure covenants are complied with.  

Our Events included:  Fall Harvest Festival, Holiday Home Tour, Spring Egg Hunt, and the Community 

Garage Sale. 

Successful negotiation with SEMSWA on the Little Dry Creek Project.  Benefits to Heritage Place in-

cluded:  $25,000 in cash, re-landscaping of Arapahoe Road perimeter from Heritage Place to Open 

space “A”, installation of drip lines on said area to water new vegetation, and tree replacement for                                          

existing trees 

In our negotiation with SEMSWA we also were able to sell Outlot Q (part of our perimeter along 

Arapahoe Road) to SEMSWA.  This land was not useable by Heritage Place, and would have opened 

us up to liability associated with the use of the new walkway and culvert being put in by SEMSWA. 

Ongoing discussion with SEMSWA to aid in the prevention of storm water flooding in our open 

spaces. 

 
Negotiating good contract price with Colorado Green Grass (CGG) in caring for our common areas.  
 
  
Doing routine walk throughs with and without CGG to make sure landscaping needs were met. 
 
 
Working with other neighbors in fixing problems that arise in open spaces. 
 

Quick ARC approvals.  It’s much easier to meet with neighbors and talk about improvements to 

homes and landscaping.

ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW 

In spite of the recession, or maybe because of the recession, Heritage Place home-

owners are fixing up their properties at a rate surpassing the previous two years.  

Whatever the reason, we have already had more architectural improvement requests 

by mid-July (10 months) than we did for the September to September period the last 

two years.  So far, there have been 62 ARC forms filed compared to 55 last year and 

57 the prior year.  20 of the requests have been for new paint/siding, which is the 

largest category of improvement request.   After that, it has been a mix of decks, 

new fences, landscaping, and new windows.  These projects certainly aren’t inex-

pensive but all have produced very noticeable results.  Thanks to all of you who have 

invested more time and money in your homes because it really shows.
